This forces 242
commercial bank to increase lending rates. This reduces demand for borrowing by
the public for investment and consumption. Aggregate demand falls.
(ii)When there is excess demand Central Bank sells securities. This leads to flow of
money out of the commercial bank to the central bank .This reduces deposits with
the banks leading to decline in their lending capacity. Borrowing decline aggregate
demand declines.

Borrowings were reduced and all loss-making

PSU’s were shut down.

(c) Disinvestment in PSU’s was undertaken to plug the budgetary deficit.

For example, instead if importing vehicles from abroad, the

industries were encouraged to produce them in India itself.

It was introduced in India because the government wanted to protect the domestic
industries from foreign competition. It was assumed that if domestic industries are

The government has
decided to give special treatment to some of the important profit making
PSUs and they were given the status of navratnas. These navratnas were
granted financial and operational autonomy in the working of the companies.
