Here are some suggestive projects for your reference. Guide the students to do the project with a 

SCIENTIFIC APPROACH- Ask a question (what does s/he wants to know), Experimentation, 
Observation, interpretation of the observational data and finally get the Conclusion. 

1. To observe the floating/sinking of boats made of Paper and Aluminum foil paper in plain water and ice-cold 
water. 

2. Bouncing of balls of different materials on different surfaces. 

3. Soaking of Ghana / Rajma / or any whole pulse(dal) in water. And observe 

• their change in size (shrink /swollen) 

• change in texture (Softness/hardness) 

• Change in Colour (light/dark) 

• Any other feature. 

4. To observe the transportation of water in a flowering /non-flowering twig of a plant. 

S. COVID-19 emerged as a disastrous disease globally. Find out its symptoms, preventive measures and Post 

COVID effects. 
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Sample Project 
1. Project title: To Study the effects of light on germination of seeds. 
2. Question: Does presence of light affects the germination of seeds? 
3. Purpose: To know how light and dark conditions affect the seed germination and growth of 

seedlings. 
4. Hypothesis: Presence of light delays the germination of the seeds. 
5. Procedure: 

Material required: 
a. 20 Seeds of Chana / Moong / Rajma, (Choose any one of them) 
b. 2 Ziplock polybags or transparent containers, 
c. 2 Tissue papers or 2 pieces of cotton cloth. 
d. Aluminium foil. 
Steps: 

i. Wet both the tissue papers /cloth pieces. 
ii. Wrap 10 seeds each in the wet tissue paper or cloth and place them in the Ziplock bag 

/container separately. 
iii. Wrap one of the Ziplock bags/container completely in Aluminium foil and let the other one 

remain uncovered. 
iv. Make sure that the seeds remain moist throughout the activity. The Ziplock bag/container 

should be partially closed for air ventilation. 
v. Place both Ziplock bags/containers in the room near the window for4-6 days. 

6. Observation/Report: Observe the seeds in both the containers and note down your findings in 
the given table.

7. Result: 
• What differences have you observed between seedlings that germinated in the light and in 

the dark conditions? (Colour of leaves, length of stems etc.). 
• What caused those differences? 

8. Conclusion: 
• Light is necessary/ not necessary for the germination of seed. 
• Presence/absence of light affects the rate of germination. 
• Light is required only before/after germination of seed.

Suggestive Topics 

1. Look out for some congruent objects in your surroundings. Make a 
project showing these objects and state the reasons to show that they are 
congruent. 

2. Take a paragraph of about 100 words in English from any of your 
textbooks. Prepare a frequency distribution table of the vowels from the 
paragraph. 
Also draw the Bar-graph for the frequency distribution table. 

3. Toss 3 coins together 50 times. Record the appearance of heads and tails 
on each coin separately. 
Find the probability of 
(i) Getting two heads 
(ii) Getting no head 
(iii) Getting only one head 

4. Observe the shape of some objects from your surroundings. Find whether 
its 2D or 3D shape. 
Draw the 3D objects, write their names and formulas, to find their surface 
area and volume.
